
   Glenn McAllister from the 

East County District Attor-

neyõs Office spoke with the 

Alpine Kiwanis on Saturday 

morning.  He presented a 

power point presentation 

about the organization of the 

District Attorneyõs office and 

the cases that they cover.  

His office covers the largest 

geographical area which is 

over 2,000 sq. miles.  In the 

East County there are 

535,000 residents. In 2009 , 

there were 390 cases that 

were reviewed.  119 of them 

were felony cases and 167 of 

them were misdemeanors.  

This number   doesnõt include 

cases from the Highway   

Patrol or other organizations.   

   When he opened up the 

presentation to questions, 

there was an interesting  

discussion about paroled 

felons, sexual predators in 

particular.  When the convic-

tion is a life sentence, some 

of them can be paroled.  San 

Diego goes to every one of 

these parole hearings,      

regardless of the location.  If 

the sentence is life without 

parole, the discussion turned 

to the expense of keeping 

these prisoners.  If sexual 

predators are released, we 

have an obligation to keep 

them safe, but the discussion 

was about how comfortable 

they have to be.  Lynn Ship-

mann was referring to a   

recent article in the newspa-

per that showed a facility 

where they were released to 

that had all of the modern 

conveniences of an upscale   

hotel.    

    It was an interesting    

presentation that I think that 

we all learned something 

from. District Attorney Glenn 

McAllister ended the presen-

tation with his favorite quote 

from General Norman 

Schwartzkof, òI believe that 

forgiving them is Godõs func-

tion.  Our job is simply to   

arrange the meeting.ó
