
   Melissa Huk has been in risk 

management for many years.  

One of the companies that she 

is a consultant for is Kroll, Inc.  

This is a 36 year old risk man-

agement company that is in 27 

countries and has 3,000      

employees.  One of the services 

that they provide is background 

checks for the FBI and CIA.  

Kroll, Inc. was also responsible 

for stealing back Heusseinõs 

money and giving it back to  

Kuwait.  They have also been 

responsible for restructuring 

Enron. 

   Ms. Huk shared with us tips on 

preventing identity theft in our 

own lives.  One of the main ways 

that thieves are getting our infor-

mation is through dumpster 

diving.  Without properly dispos-

ing of our mail and trash, they 

have access to a lot of personal 

information that they can use to 

steal our identity.  Another way 

that they are stealing it is by 

òphishing.ó  Phishing is the crimi-

nally fraudulent process of   

attempting to acquire sensitive 

information such as usernames, 

passwords and credit card    

details by masquerading as a 

trustworthy entity.  It is typically 

carried out by e-mail or instant 

messaging. 

    Some of the ways that you 

can protect your identity are: 

Opt out of junk mail. 

Read your bank state-

ments. 

Shred credit card offers. 

Donõt put sensitive mail 

in you home mailbox. 

Donõt keep your social 

security card in your wallet. 

Never write your account 

number on your check when 

paying a bill. 

Donõt post date checks. 

They can be paid anyway. 

Shut off your computer 

after every use. 

Shred all of your financial  

documents. 

Donõt open any of your  

SPAM mail, especially ones 

that begin with òhió. They 

have scanning systems that 

steal your information. 

Donõt use your debit card  

to pay for gas.  Always pay 

cash, use a gas station credit 

card or a prepaid card.  Theft 

can occur when they put a 

touch pad on top of the one 

on the gas pump that pulls 

your information. 

Never give personal    

information over the phone.  

If you need to, ask their 

name and then call the com-

pany back. 

When paying bills online  

or purchasing items, make 

sure that the web address is 

a secured site by looking for 

https: at the beginning of the 

web address. 

      If you do pay your bills 

online or purchase items you 

should be fine as long as you 

use a secure site and use a 

credit card instead of a debit 

card.  It is easier to dispute a 

credit card bill than a charge 

to your checking account.          

    Ms. Huk then distributed 

packets that contained use-

ful information and phone 

numbers to use if you       

become a victim of identity 

theft.  By taking some of 

these precautions, you 

should be able to protect 

your family from identity 

theft .  It was a very informa-

tive presentation.

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    Memorial Day is a United 

States federal holiday   

observed on the last    

Monday of May (May 31 in 

2010). Formerly known as 

Decoration Day, it com-

memorates U.S. men and 

women who died while in 

the military service. First 

enacted to honor Union 

soldiers of the American 

Civil War (it is celebrated 

near the day of reunifica-

tion after the Civil War), it 

was expanded after World 

War I. The alternative 

name of "Memorial Day" 

was first used in 1882. It 

did not become more  

common until after World 

War II, and was not       

declared the official name 

by Federal law until 1967. 

On June 28, 1968, the 

United States Congress 

passed the Uniform Holi-

days Bill, which moved 

three holidays from their 

traditional dates to a speci-

fied Monday in order to 

create a convenient three-

day weekend. The holidays 

included Washington's 

Birthday, now celebrated 

as Presidents' Day; Veter-

ans Day and Memorial 

Day. The change moved 

Memorial Day from its  

traditional May 30 date to 

the last Monday in May. 

The law took effect at the    

federal level in 1971.    

   At this weekõs meeting it 

was appropriate to honor 

the life of John Finn, the 

oldest living Medal of 

Honor recipient.  Retired 

Navy Lt. John Finn passed 

away last week at the age of 

100.  Dan Foster gave a won-

derful tribute to a man that 

he had the honor to meet 

just a few short months    

before his passing.  Dave 

Kebert and Dan met with Lt. 

Finn to ask his permission to 

be the first named placed 

upon the Wall of Honor when 

it is built this fall.   

   Finn was the first American 

to receive the nationõs high-

est military award for defend-

ing sailors under a torrent of 

gunfire during the Japanese 

attack on Pearl Harbor.  De-

spite head wounds and other 

injuries, Finn, continuously 

fired a .50-caliber machine 

gun from an exposed posi-

tion as bullets and bombs 

pounded the Naval Air Sta-

tion at Kaneohe Bay in Oahu. 

He then supervised the    

rearming of returning Ameri-

can planes.  

    òHere theyõre paying you 

for doing your duty, and 

thatõs what I did,ó Finn told 

the Associated Press before 

his 100th birthday. òI never 

intended to be a hero. But on 

Dec. 7, by God, weõre in a 

war.ó 

    Dan Foster remarked that 

this incredible man was mod-

est about his heroism.  He 

often downplayed it by saying 

that he was just doing his 

job. 

    He once said in an 1984 

interview with the San Diego 

Union, ò I read about other 

guys with the medal who lost 

their lives or really suffered in 

wars, and I think about   

myself.  I was just an unedu-

cated man who got mad as 

hell one day.ó 

    Although Finn had met 

every U.S. president since 

Franklin D. Roosevelt, he 

had never been inside the 

White House until last year, 

when President Barack 

Obama invited him for a 

private tour after a Medal of 

Honor Day ceremony at Ar-

lington National Cemetery. 

President Obama said òhis 

modesty does not diminish 

his extraordinary conduct or 

the incredible example he 

has set for our men and 

women in uniform and for 

all Americans.ó 

    John Finn and his wife 

raised a son and several 

nephews and took in sev-

eral children from the 

Campo Indian Reservation 

during their years in East 

Co. Monique LaChappa, 

Campo tribal chairwoman 

said, òSome of the older 

elders would tell about how 

(the Finns) would feed our 

people.  He was part of our 

survival.  He understood us--

not that he felt sorry for us, 

but he understood us.ó 

    Obama also stated, òAs 

we mark Memorial Day, and 

pay tribute to all who have 

fallen in defense of this  

nation, the passing of Lt. 

Finn is a reminder of the 

sacrifices that generations 

have made to preserve the 

freedoms that we hold 

dear.ó 

     This summer, ground-

breaking will begin on our 

new Wall of Honor at the 

Alpine Community Center.  

This wall will serve to honor 

those who served for our 

freedom and the sacrifices 

that they made.
