A few years ago when they
began to build the new facil-
ity, they put their ideas
together and came up with a
wonderful homey atmos-
phere that families can use
while their children are
receiving care at our local
hospitals,
Hospital in particular. Fami-
lies may find themselves
staying at the house from
just a few hours for a nap or
in some cases, 9 to 12
months. Families come in
from all over the world, many
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from Hawaii and Japan.

Ronald McDonald House
has strived to be as efficient
as a hotel, but have all of the
amenities of a family home.
Families are given refrigera-
tors and the use of the stoves
to prepare their own meals if
they desire. But, there are
also 3 meals prepared at the
house each day. There are
also frozen meals prepared
by volunteers for those
families that arrive too late
for dinner.

The House has a computer
lab with 10 stations for fami-
lies to use to send emails to
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research information that the
doctor may have given them
that day. There is a work out
room to relieve their stress
and keep in physical shape to
deal with the demands of
caring for a sick child. There
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Ronald McDonald House

is also a salon where volun-
teers come two days a week
to shampoo
hair. All of this is therapeutic
and helps the parents take
care of their own health
needs.

For the kids, the House
has a play room for the small
kids and a teen center for the
older kids. Both of them
have age appropriate activi-
ties for the children. There is
also a school teacher who
comes each day and works
with the kids to keep their
studies up. The classroom
helps keep a sense of
normalcy for the kids as well
as making sure that they
dondt mi s s o]
education.
