
    Dan Root, an avid hiker, 

climber and adventurer 

spoke to our group again 

about his climb in 2005 of 

Mt. Kilimanjaro located in 

Tanzania, East Africa.  Last 

year he came and shared his 

climb of Mt. Everest with us.  

His backpacking partners are 

his mom and dad. His father, 

George is a club member.  

Since his last visit, Dan has 

added a new bride to the 

family and she is becoming a 

hiking  enthusiast.   

   The Rootõs trip began with 

some sightseeing and       

becoming familiar with the 

area.  Each day they would 

hike 500-1,000 ft. to become 

acclimated to the altitude. 

Their group consisted of four      

members and 23 guides and 

porters.  Dan was impressed 

with how well they were 

taken care of.  The porters 

would cook their meals and 

set up camp each day.  Often 

times the porters would run 

12,000 ft. down the moun-

tain to get fresh fruits and 

vegetables for the meals 

while being ill-equipped for 

the cold temperatures.   

    During their trip, they 

learned of two deaths that 

had occurred with other    

hiking groups.  This didnõt 

deter them.  They knew the 

warning signs to watch out for 

and were careful to take their 

time.  They spent 7 days 

climbing the mountain and 

then only two days to come 

down.  On the sixth night, 

they camped at 18,500 feet.  

It was very cold even with 

their thermal clothing.  The 

only camera that didnõt 

freeze was Danõs.  He slept 

with it that night.  In the 

morning  they hiked the addi-

tional 500 ft. to the crater.  It 

was 0 degrees with an even 

colder chill factor.  But, the 

view at the top was worth it 

all. 

   Mt. Kilimanjaro is the high-

est peak on the African conti-

nent and the tallest free 

standing mountain in the 

world.  The peak is at 19,336 

ft.  The forest at the base of 

the mountain is inhabited by 

elephant, leopard, buffalo 

and antelope.  The higher the 

elevation, the fewer signs of 

life there are.  Above 4,000m 

there is little life which then 

gives way to year-round 

snow.

Mt. Kilimanjaro Facts:   

December to February have the warmest, driest conditions.  July-Sept. also dry but colder. 

There are huts and campsites on the mountain with campsites and hotels outside the park. 

The USD rates are: Porters $10/day, Cooks $15/day, Guides $20/day.  Book your trip now!

The 

procedures are as follows: 

Alpine Kiwanis Club 

events have first priority 

for use of tents and sup-

plies. 

 

Non-Kiwanis events are 

as follows:                               

The event must get 

board approval. 

An Alpine club mem-

ber must be the lead 

person/Event chair. 

The lead/chair will 

be responsible for 

pick-up, set-up and 

return of the tents. 

Procedures: 

Non-Kiwanis events 

must get board ap-

proval first along 

with the name of the 

Kiwanis lead person. 

 Contact the Tent 

Coordinator to re-

serve date, time, 

and which tents are 

being requested to 

check for availabil-

ity. 

A Kiwanis member, 

(name to be submit-

t e d  w i t h  t h e         

request), must be 

the lead person or 

chair for the use of 

the tents, before 

reservation will be 

confirmed. It is that 

personõs responsibil-

ity for gathering the 

work crew for set-

up, break-down, and 

returning the tents. 

 

* Note: the tent coordi-

nator is ONLY responsi-

ble for the dates and the 

scheduling of use of the 

tents, and are not      

responsible for the work 

crew to set-up and 

break-down. That is the 

sole responsibility of the 

lead person or chair. 

 

Tents are to be returned 

to the shed after the 

event, stored and 

stacked neatly in their 

 designated location.
