Local governments may
authorize the retail sale of up
to one ounce per transaction,
and regulate the hours and
location of the business.
Local government may au-
thorize larger amounts of
marijuana for personal pos-
session and cultivation, and
for commercial cultivation,
transportation, and sale. It
also allows for the transpor-
tation of marijuana from
licensed premises in one city
or county to a licensed prem-
ises in another without re-
gard to local laws of the inter-
mediate localities of the con-
trary. It also allows for the
collection of taxes specifically
to allow local government to
raise revenue or to offset any
costs associated with mari-
juana regulation.

Although this is a time of
financial crisis for our state,
do we want to open the door
for legalization of marijuana
to bail us out? If it passes,
will the increase of tax reve-
nue offset the medical and
criminal costs associated
with legalization. This is an
important issue that each of
us should
research be-
fore  voting.
