TODAYôs MEETING          Kosciusko County Drop Out Prevention Task Force 

 
Tim Meyer introduced Ot Schroeder, State Farm Agent and Member of the Kosciusko County Drop Out 
Prevention Task Force.  State Farm has committed to sponsoring dropout prevention summits in every 
U.S. state by the end of 2010. These summits seek to engage students and leaders from communities, 
faith-based organizations, government, and private sectors in combating the high school dropout rate. 
Together, America's Promise Alliance partners are working on high-impact, measurable national action 
strategies ensuring that all young people graduate from high school ready for college, work, and life. 
 
For society as a whole, helping young people stay in and complete high school is a worthwhile objective. 
Dropouts typically earn less than graduates: the average earnings difference is estimated to be $9,000 a 
year and $260,000 over the course of a lifetime.   The economic consequences of dropping out may 
continue to worsen as jobs for low-skilled workers dry up.  Dropouts contribute only about half as much in 
taxes as do high school graduates.  They draw larger government subsidies in the form of food stamps, 
housing assistance, and welfare payments.  They have a dramatically increased chance of landing in 
prison, worse health outcomes, and lower life expectancies. 
 
For the first time in the history of our country we face the prospect that the educational level of one 
generation of Americans will not exceed, will not equal, perhaps will not even approach, the level of its 
parents. As a declining, aging, and well-educated white population approaches retirement, it will be 
replaced by a growing number of younger minority citizens with lower levels of educational attainment, if 
current degree attainment patterns continue. Individual opportunity will suffer. Economic growth will 
falter. And Americaôs place in the world will be that much more diminished. 
 
In Kosciusko County, the non-graduation rate is as high as 25%. The issue isnôt timely just because of 
the urgency of the problem. Itôs timely because three school corporations serving our community 
(Tippecanoe Valley, Warsaw and Wawasee), along with private and nonprofit partners, have created a 
task force to jointly address the issue. The Community Foundation believed in their passion and ability to 
start implementing changes that will help young people make the decision to stay in school and be 
successful. They announced a proactive grant in the amount of $50,000 to be used by the Drop Out 
Prevention Task Force to implement initiatives beginning in the fall of 2010. 
 
Ot introduced Stephanie Overbey, from the Community Foundation who discussed the most powerful 
predictors of whether a student will complete high school. These include course performance, 
attendance, students who are held back a grade, having misbehavior in the classroom, and low 
occupational aspirations.  Those students that had attendance problems during the early years of school 
make up the group most likely to be dropouts. 
 
Stephanie also explained the cost of the program and requested if anyone was interested in supporting 
the program they should contact her.   
 
Tracy Furnivall, Executive Director - Baker Youth Club ended the meeting by explaining how High School 
Graduation Coaches will assist students, school faculty and staff, parents, and guardians individually and 
in groups, regarding high school graduation and completion.  They will also identify students with 
potential high school graduation problems and resolve barriers to graduation.  
 
Tracy will also be responsible for facilitating the Mentor Volunteer Program. The mentor uses 
individualized intervention strategies to help the student develop habits of learning and successful 
engagement. Trust and familiarity are developed by the mentor over time through persistent outreach to 
the student and family. Efforts include checking on student attendance and academic performance 
regularly, providing ongoing feedback about student progress, modeling the use of problem-solving skills, 
communicating frequently with families about both good and bad news, and being available to the youth 
to listen to their personal concerns.  If you would be interested in volunteering contact Tracy Furnivall or 
Big Brothers Big Sisters.
