TODAYôs MEETING          Kosciusko Area Bus Service (KABS) 

 

Tim Meyer introduced Matt hew Boren, Transportation General Manager  for  Kosciusko Area Bus 

Service that  provides a variety of accessib le transportation services throughout Kosciusko County.   

Matt explained that "Call- in" service is available to g et people where they need to go, and that  KABS 

now serves all of Kosciusko County and some communities just outside the county.  

 

The Mission of  KABS-CITYBUS is to meet the public transportation needs of our community.  We 

believe our community deserves public transportation that is:  Reliable,  Affordable , Accessible , 

Convenient, Responsible, Safe , and Professional . 
 

The KABS/City Bus provided 79, 625 trips for 

people throughout Kosciusko County last year, 

an increase of 1,439 rides from prior  year. 

KABS public passengers may have limited or 

low income, senior citizens, school children or 

persons with some form of mobility 

impairment.  For others ri ders convenience or 

because of  economic reasons they use the bus 

service .  KABS became Medicaid -approved in 

March 2002, and made more than 840 

Medicaid trips that year;  Medicaid trips 

continue to be a priority  for the business . 

 

Due to large state funding cuts in 

transportation, KABS has sought alternative 

funding sources to avoid cutting services. The 

majority of replacement funds have been 

secured through new contracts with Medicaid, 

Grace College and the Kosciusko County 

Division of Family and Children.  KABS 

purchased several  new buses with  state and 

local matching funds from the City of Warsaw 

and a grant through the Kosciusko County 

Community Foundation. 

 

Matt ended the meeting by answering questions, and passed out posters to advertising the new 

servi ces being offered by KABS.
