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TODA Y OMEETING Kosciusko County Cancer Care Fund

Tracie Hodson introduced Luann Deafenbaugh RN, OCN, BSN, and spokesperson for Center of Hope
Cancer Care, Kosciusko Community Hospital. Luann provided some history about the K21 Health
Foundation, a private foundation that focuses on opportunities to improve health and wellness for the
citizens of Kosciusko County. The K21 assets of the non-profit hospital that was established in 1967 in
Warsaw did not end with the sale of this hospital. The intent of the original donors, and their focus is
evidenced in the K21 foundation's mission statement: K21 Health Foundation exists for the benefit of
Kosciusko County citizens to ensure health care services are provided, and to advance prevention and
healthy lifestyles.

The Kosciusko County Cancer Care Fund is administered by K21 Health Foundation, and provides
assistance to financially-eligible residents of Kosciusko County who are suffering from cancer. The
purpose of the fund is to relieve some of the financial strain that often accompanies that dreaded
diagnosis. The assistance provided includes but is not limited to items such as rent or mortgage
payments, utilities, insurance, food, car payments, and prescription medications.

The Cancer Care Fund has provided financial assistance to more than 100 Kosciusko County cancer
patients and their families. The funds are primarily raised by a group of dedicated individuals in Kosciusko
County who volunteer hundreds of hours each year to plan a number of fundraising events, such as the
Golf Outing, Gala and Auction.

Luann introduced both Nicole Kelly, Sherry Blakemore who reviewed the fundraising events in more detail.

Sherry reviewed how the Kosciusko County Cancer Care Fundshavebeen i n full swing f
fundraising events. The first event for the year was Idol Nite that was held at the Wagon Wheel Theatre in

May. The event was a night full of entertainment with local contestants performing music being judged by

Trivia Did You Know ?

While the daily recommended amount of water is eight cups per day, not all of this water must be
consumed in the liquid form. Nearly every food or drink item provides some water to the body. Soft
drinks, coffee, and tea, while made up almost entirely of water, also contain caffeine. Caffeine can
act as a mild diuretic, preventing water from traveling to necessary locations in the body. A person
takes in about 16,000 gallons of water in his or her lifetime on the average.

Pure water (solely hydrogen and oxygen atoms) has a neutral pH of 7, which is neither acidic nor

basicc Wat er i s sometimes called the Auniversal sol
substances, including metals (turning steel into rust, for example). Water dissolves more

substances than any other liquid. Wherever it travels, water carries chemicals, minerals, and

nutrients with it.

The earth is a closed system, similar to a terrarium, meaning that it rarely loses or gains extra
matter. The same water that existed on the earth millions of years ago is still present today. Of all
the water on the earth, humans can used only about three tenths of a percent of this water. Such
usable water is found in groundwater aquifers, rivers, and freshwater lakes.

It is possible to drown and not die. Technically the term ‘drowning’ refers to the process of taking
water into the lungs, not to death caused by that process.

Juice that has 'all natural’ written on the label even if it has less than 20% or 10% of juice... the
water is natural, so the contents are 'all natural'. There are almost 800 different brands of bottled
water for sale in the United States.

Why are those gossip-hunting spies called eavesdroppers? It is because in Middle English, the
water that falls from the eaves of a house was called eavesdrop, and eavesdropper was first used
to describe someone who would stand close to a house in order to hear what was going on inside.

The Catholic Herald, published in Great Britain, warms about the dangers of drinking holy water
from religious shrines. While it may have curative powers in a religious sense, it seems that it also
is a breeding ground for germs.

Old Faithful, a geyser in Yellowstone National Park, can spout water 170 feet in the air. That is as
high as a 17-story building.

In Australia, a scientist put a Big Mac in a desk drawer and left it in there for a year to test the
preservatives. When he pulled it out a year later, there was not a speck of mould on it. The only
thing different was that the buns were hard. He then microwaved it with a cup of water and ate it.

The Mississippi Riverd which drains nearly 40% of the continental United States, including its
central farm landsd carries an estimated 1.5 million metric tons of nitrogen pollution into the Gulf of
Mexico each year. The resulting hypoxic coastal dead zone in the Gulf each summer is about the
size of Massachusetts.

Around 80% of the pollution in seas and oceans comes from land-based activities. In any given
year, about 25% of beaches in the US are under advisories or are closed at least one time
because of water pollution.
