TODAY’s MEETING          Alzheimers' Association - Doris Mathew  
 

Renea Salyer introduced Doris Mathew, Community Services Liaison for the Greater Indiana 
Chapter a tax-exempt, nonprofit, donor-supported organization. Doris explained how 
programs and services are made possible through contributions from individuals, 

corporations and foundations, and the generosity of their donors has enabled them to 
continue to provide invaluable services and fund research to eliminate Alzheimer’s disease.  

 
In 1982, the Alzheimer’s Association and Related Disorders Organization was established in 
cooperation with Community Hospitals, Indianapolis to support patients and families 

affected by Alzheimer’s disease. The Chapter affiliated with the National Association in 1988 
and became the Alzheimer’s Association-Central Indiana Chapter. In 2003, the Alzheimer’s 

Association of Central Indiana merged with the Ft. Wayne Alzheimer’s Support Groups to 
form the Alzheimer’s Association of Greater Indiana.  The Association is administered by a 

voluntary Board of Directors and a staff of 24.  Over 550 volunteers are also utilized to 
provide support and education programs to the Association’s 73 counties. 
 

Alzheimers' Association Mission:  To eliminate Alzheimer's disease through the 
advancement of research; to provide and enhance care and support for all affected; and to 

reduce the risk of dementia through the promotion of brain health. 
 
Doris described how no two people experience Alzheimer’s disease in the same way. As a 

result, there's no one approach to care giving. Your responsibilities can range from making 
financial decisions, managing changes in behavior, to helping a loved one get dressed in 

the morning.  People with Alzheimer’s and dementia make up 50 percent of residents in 
long-term care, and even more are being care for at home. These numbers are growing 
every day, creating an urgent need to address the care of people living with Alzheimer’s 

and dementia. 
 

Caring for someone who has Alzheimer’s disease can be overwhelming, exhausting and 
stressful. A family caregiver may feel loss over changes in relationships with a loved one 
with Alzheimer’s, other family members and friends. During this time, it is critical that 

caregivers look after their own physical and mental health.  As Alzheimer's disease 
progresses, the abilities of a person with dementia will change. As a caregiver, you can 

adapt a daily routine to support these changes with some creativity, flexibility and problem 
solving. 
 

If someone you know and care about is suffering from Alzheimer’s disease or a related 
dementia, there is something you can do to help them and yourself. Plan to visit an 

Alzheimer’s Association Caregiver Support Group this month. 
 

Doris invited everyone to come walk at this year’s Alzheimer's Association Memory Walk® 

it is the nation's largest event to raise awareness and funds for Alzheimer care, support and 
research. Local Association offices need volunteers who can help plan, promote and work 
the day of the event. You can also form a walking team of family, friends or co-workers.   

Doris ended the meeting by answering questions from the membership.

T r i v i a     D i d  Y o u  K n o w ?  
 

Flip a Coin  - Heads or Tails? It was Julius Caesar who started the practice of flipping a coin to make 

decisions. His own head was on one side of every Roman coin, so "heads" determined the winner in 

each flip. People thought "heads" meant that Caesar agreed with the decision. The coin flip was used 

in serious litigation involving property, marriage and even criminal guilt. Just think how many 

lawyers would be out of a job if we went back to this method today! 

 

Green thumb, thumb wresting, rules of thumb, thumbnail sketch, thumbs down, thumbs up! What 

would we do without our thumbs? They give us a precision grip and the ability to manipulate objects 

with great skill - all because they move freely and independently of the fingers. Give your thumbs a 

good wiggle today and be glad they're there. 

 

The game of Old Maid is at least 100 years old, and has been played in most parts of the world. It's 

a game used to teach children how to match up numbers or images into pairs. You can use a 

standard deck of cards by removing one queen, leaving 51 cards with the Queen of Spades as the 

Old Maid. Deal out all of the cards, remove your pairs, draw from your neighbors hand - and 

continue making pairs until just one card is left. Whoever holds the last card is the Old Maid! 

 

Down through history, rivers determined where people lived, what they ate and what they drank. 

Poets have written about their mystery and magic, but their contribution to our planet is providing 

fresh water for all living things. They have also carved out the landscape we know today. Just think 

of the Colorado cutting out the Grand Canyon! And what's the largest river in the world? Yes, it's 

Cleopatra's favorite barge trip, the Nile! 

 

An expert tailor could sew 30 stitches a minute by hand. The first sewing machine, produced in 1830 

in Lyon, France, could sew 200 stitches a minute. That machine only created a single thread stitch, 

but was still very impressive. The double-thread lock stitch was invented in Boston by both Isaac 

Singer and Elias Howe in the late 1840s. But, Singer made a better machine. It had a straight needle 

that moved up and down, a lever to hold fabic in place and was operated by a foot treadle. These 

first Singer's sold for $100 in 1849. 

 

Swimming is a healthy activity that can be continued over an entire lifetime. Yes, it's good for your 

heart and lungs, but the other benefits make it worth the effort to get to the pool. It can be a good 

break from the summer heat, a social outlet with friends, or relaxing recreation for the whole family. 

Signing up for water aerobics lets you get a good workout with no impact stress on the body. And 

best of all... it's a great calorie burner. Suit up! 

 

Salt was our first food seasoning. It also purified water, preserved meat and medicated wounds. It 

was so highly prized that spilling it became a bad omen. The Sumarians, Egyptians and Greeks all 

used the gesture of throwing a pinch of salt over the left shoulder to ward off bad luck. The Romans 

gave their soldiers special allowances for salt rations called salarium (meaning "salt money"). This is 

the origin of our word "salary" today. 

 

The best old-fashioned, time-tested facial is... MUD! You might dig up some dirt in your own yard - 

or go buy a cheap mud masque at any drug store. This refreshs your skin by stimulating blood 

circulation and relaxing tired muscles. If you need a "pick-me-up" just wash your face, apply the 

mud pack, allow 15 minutes for it to dry and harden, then remove with warm water and a 

washcloth. Oh... and don't go near anyone who has a camera! 

 

The harp is one of the oldest stringed instrument. They can be seen in Egyptian tomb paintings and 

are part of many legends and folklore. During the middle ages, they were about 28" high - small 

enough to be carried around by troubadours as they traveled the countryside. By the 17th century, 

they were much larger instuments with a stronger sound and more strings. Harps are regaining 

popularity today as people rediscover the unique sound of Celtic music.
