Tim Meyer introduced Lena Yarian, President, Junior Achievement of In diana. S he has been with
JA for 24 years, f irst as a director, then as pr esident of the organization. Yarian 6 sommitment has
inspired the support of 5,000 program volunteers, 2,700 educators, thousands of financial

supporters, the  board of directors , and the staff. =~ She has focused on the collaborative efforts of

the people and organizations that make Junior Achievement successful year after ye ar.

Purpose of JA Finance Park is to increase financial literacy among young people by familiarizing

them with the process of budgeting and managing their income and expenses in a simulated

process. Lena said fAthe financi al magpcimpadtanthsirlife. per son mak
Learning how to make better financial decisions can affect the happiness of you and your loved

ones.o

Typically, the program is directed at eighth or ninth graders. As part of the program, t hey take a
trip to the Financial P ark facility in Fort Wayne where they participate in a full day financial
simulation.  Junior Achievement of Northeast Indiana (JANI) reaches the highest percentage of

students per capita of any junior Achievement operation in the nation.

Junior Achievement provides young people with practical economic education programs and

experiences in the competitive private enter prise system, and in classroom s. JA helps today's
students learn through individuals who can relate economic theory to their lives, who care enough

to listen to them, and who can provide real -life examples of how obstacles can be overcome and
success achieved. This learning experienc e establishes the foundation from which today's students
can acquire the skills necessary to continue learning in a fast -changing world.  The education
community has also been willing to open its doors to JA to create a partnership that extends their

resou rces to those outside of the school building

Two programs that Junior Achievement of Northern Indiana provide S are:

JA BizTown, 5th and 6th grade students experience how a community and its economy

operates. As they run the town businesses, they learn a bout business responsibilities and
money management. They also gain work readiness skills that will prepar e them for
success in the work place .

JA Finance Park is an interactive program for 8th grade students that facilitates personal
financial responsib ility. This experience acquaints students with basic financial planning
concepts and gives them an opportunity to apply their understanding in a simulated "life
scenario”. To prepare for this learning lab, students begin with six to eight weeks of
classroo m study followed by a visit to JA Finance Park.

JA of IN is currently engaged in an attempt to raise $4 million as an endowment fund to help
reduce the operating costs of this program.

Similar programs are also made available to adults in some areas thr ough AWor kOnedo and si
agencies. lItis proving to be very effective and results in good retent ion of important skills by
those who have been involved.
