TODAYôs MEETING          MasterWorks Festival 

 

Jerry Irvine introduced Dr. Patrick Kavanaugh is the Executive Director of the Christian Performing Artistsô 
Fellowship. He is the Dean of the School of Music at Grace College and is the Director of Music at the Winona Lake 
Presbyterian Church. He has lectured extensively at many universities, churches, the White House, and the State 
Department, and has appeared on hundreds of music and talk shows of both radio and TV.  
 
Dr.  Kavanaugh talked about this yearôs MasterWorks an intensive four-week festival for advanced and passionate 
students of music, dance and theatre. Each year, 250 students from around the world participate in this unique 
festival that combines artistic excellence and biblically-sound teaching. Students and a faculty live and work on the 
campus of Grace College, in the quaint and picturesque community of Winona Lake, Indiana.  
 
Dr.  Kavanaugh introduced John Kasica a native of Clifton, New Jersey.  Mr. Kasica received his Bachelor of Music 
from the Juilliard School of Music.  Since 1971 he has been a member of the percussion section of the Saint Louis 
Symphony Orchestra. He has made numerous appearances as a solo percussionist, and has presented the 
American premieres of two major marimba concertos.  As a chamber music soloist, Mr. Kasica has appeared as a 
percussionist in the Summit Brass, as well as Chamber Music of Saint Louis. Mr. Kasica has the unique distinction of 
having had more solo appearances with major U.S. orchestras than any other percussionist in U.S. history, with more 
than fifty performances. He is on the faculty of the Masterworks Festival each summer in Winona Lake, Indiana. 
 
John reviewed the benefits of the MasterWorks Philharmonic Orchestra explaining that most performances are held 
at Rodeheaver Auditorium & The Village at Winona.  The month-long festival featuring outstanding performing arts 
students and world-class professionals from around the world. Over 40 free public concerts will be performed.  See 
the MasterWorks web site www.masterworksfestival.org for more detailed information.
