TODAY’s MEETING        Experimental Aircraft Association 
 

Michael Sheetz interviewed Lowell Farrand, First Soft Wing Test Pilot and modern day aviation 

pioneer.  Lowell did something years ago that introduced the world to a whole different type of 

powered flight. He was the first man to ever fly a powered parachute.  

 

Lowell described learning to fly as a teenager while working at the airport cleaning airplanes.  He 

would dry them off by flying around the landing strip.  He later took a job as a pilot shuttling used 

airplanes for resale. Noting he had 28 successful emergency landings before his first major crash 

landing… that put him in the hospital.    

 

Lowell Farrand built his first Bensen gyrocopter in 1963 and brought it to the EAA Fly-In and 

Convention in Rockford, Illinois that year. Disappointed with the reception of his machine, he 

decided to build an improved gyro and bring it back - a process that took nine years. In 1972, 

Farrand took his improved gyrocopter to Oshkosh and won the “Man and Machine” award. He also 

has served as test pilot for the Mini-Max line of homebuilt aircraft and was one of the first FAA 

Amateur-Built Designated Airworthiness Representatives 

 

Farrand met a Dr. Nicholidas from the University of Notre Dame through his local EAA chapter in 

Indiana and volunteered to jump test a newly developed ram air parachute. By 1964 Lowell 

Farrand had already flown a motorized version called “The Irish Flyer” by Nicolaides. They put an 

engine on a ram-air inflated parachute wing, starting the evolution of the powered parachute with 

the Irish Flyer. This wing evolved into today’s modern powered parachute canopies, which include 

rectangular, elliptical, semi-elliptical, and hybrid wings.  The ideas originally used in testing at 

Notre Dame University in the early 80’s were abandoned, but some people saw value in the idea of 

a slow flying, easy to maneuver, inexpensive aircraft. This motivated the production of the first 

commercial powered parachutes by Paraplane, Inc. and caught the eye of many enthusiasts at 

Sun-N-Fun when it was introduced.  

 

Powered Parachutes are simple aircraft which use many flight characteristics to its advantage. The 

use of these forces, and others, make the Powered Parachute virtually impossible to roll, stall or 

dive. Because drag is a friendly force with this vehicle, the parachute limits the flight speed to 

approximately 30 MPH (48 kilometer/hour).  Thrust from the engine moves the vehicle forward 

causing the parachute to fill with air and come up above the aircraft like a kite. The forward 

momentum of the aircraft creates lift, and away you go. 

 

Today Lowell Farrand volunteers to help ensure that all amateur-built aircraft are well-constructed, 

safe aircraft, the EAA has organized a group of volunteers, known as Technical Counselors, who 

visit the construction project to identify any areas of concern. Technical Counselors are EAA 

members who volunteer their time and who have met at least one of the following criteria:  1. 

Have built an experimental category aircraft 2. Have restored an antique/classic aircraft  3. Hold an 

A&P, IA, DAR, DER or Aerospace Engineer rating in the United States, an equivalent international 

rating or have the qualifications for those ratings.  

 

Michael Sheetz and Lowell Farrand ended the meeting answering questions.   
 

 
The Experimental Aircraft Association (EAA) is an international organization of aviation enthusiasts 

based in Oshkosh, Wisconsin. The EAA was founded in 1953 by veteran aviator Paul Poberezny along 

with other aviation enthusiasts. The organization began as more or less a flying club.  Local chapters 

may be formed whenever ten or more EAA members reside in a given area. Chapters are encouraged to 

meet monthly.
