TODA Y OMEETING World Compassion Network

Greg Rauen and Clark Shephard from the World Compassion Network a private company located in
Warsaw, IN presented the program. WCN is an international and domestic disaster relief
organization that offers assistance to victims of suffering and poverty. One of WCN's recent projects
assisted earthquake victims through a Haitian ministry led by a former Haitian educated in Warsaw.

On the evening of Tuesday Jan. 12 a 7.0-magnitude earthquake hit Haiti - its strongest in more than
200 years. Two aftershocks of 5.9 and 5.5 magnitude came minutes later. According to official
estimates there were 222,570 people killed, 300,000 injured, 1.3 million displaced, 97,294 houses
destroyed and 188,383 damaged in the Port-au-Prince area and in much of southern Haiti.

WCN dispatched their Disaster Relief Coordinator, Clark Shepherd, to Haiti through the Dominican
Republic. Clark traveled with two assessment team members from Feed The Hungry in South Bend,
Indiana. They arrived on the 17th of January and purchased relief supplies in the Dominican
Republic. Items such as bottled water, ready to eat food, rolls of plastic sheet for shelter, rolls of
twine, blankets, medical gauze, candles, soap and other supplies were purchased. The supplies were
trucked to a secure compound across the border in Haiti, and distributed in small amounts to secure
areas operated by church sponsored schools and orphanages. Clark also conducted an assessment
to determine what WCN could do to help supply the relief camps that were set up in the next few days
and weeks.

WCN recently assembled a medical team of 14 people that traveled to Haiti May 22-29th. Their team
provided medicines and performed surgeries in four different locations in Haiti. Their mission was to

show compassion by providing medical care and food. The WCN volunteers that traveled to Haiti by

week's end had treated over 1200 Haitians and provided 15,000 meals to the poor and suffering.

The earthquake in Haiti is now approaching nine months and WCN is still working hand in glove with
the local Pastors and Churches to reach the children and families with food, water. Since the January
earthquake they have distributed nearly 400,000 meals and are planning another disaster medical trip
to continue to focus on both the immediate needs and future projects in Haiti.

The Warsaw based ministries of WCN and 2nd Mile Missions are sponsoring a Mobile Food Pack
Event on October 23" to provide 100,000 meals for malnourished children in the Dominican Republic
and in Haiti.

Greg and Clark closed the meeting by answering questions.

World Compassion Network sent the brochure about the Mobile Food Pack Event to Tracie Hudson
who forwarded it to all members.
