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TODAY’'s MEETING Kosciusko Lakes and Streams

Tim Meyer introduced Anna Burke program manager, serving as the main point of contact for
Kosciusko Lakes and Streams. KLAS was established in 2007 for research and education related to
water quality in Kosciusko County. They works collaboratively with many organizations to create
strategic initiatives to improve water research, track local water quality information. KLAS helps
mobilize lake associations and water quality organizations. They provide local K-12 science education,
and empower the general public to practice stewardship of natural water resources. The goal is to train
the next generation of lake users about the importance of protecting and caring for the water resources
that are so vital to our community.

KLAS, is centered at Grace College, and received a grant this year to conduct a two-year study on toxin
levels in Kosciusko County lakes. The research will be used to determine where and when potentially
high concentrations of blue-green algae and E. coli will appear in the lakes. The grant was awarded by
the K21 Health Foundation and will consist of; lake-sampling efforts around the county, data synthesis
and analysis, public reports, and the establishment of a public notification system. KLAS will also
conduct data analysis with the Kosciusko County Health Department lab. The results will examine
trends in E. coli populations, to protect county residents and tourists from potentially hazardous health
conditions in county lakes. They are also collaborating with the Center for Earth and Environmental
Science at Indiana University and Purdue University in Indianapolis.

Anna described the educational side: Kosciusko Lakes and Streams and Grace College are committed
to teaching young people about environmental stewardship. Through their K-12 education program,
they hope to reach the youth of Kosciusko County about stewardship - to equip them with the tools to
become active caretakers of the natural world. By working with 4th-6th grade classrooms in Kosciusko
County and providing lesson plans, in-class presentations, technical support, and field trips to lakes/
streams near their schools. Students learn about lake and stream ecology and spend time doing
hands-on research with high-tech scientific instruments. In addition, Grace College is equipping
student teachers to provide water quality stewardship lessons as part of their science curriculum. The
student teaching experience, will culminate in a field experience facilitated by KLAS and the student
teacher.

Anna also discussed the Northern Indiana Lakes Festival held in Warsaw that provides hands-on
activities, educational entertainment and demonstrations by more than 30 water-related exhibitors to
help improve local awareness of the lakeshore habitat and shoreline stewardship.

Anna ending the meeting by answering questions.

Trivia You Want The Day Off?

There are 365 days per year available for work. There are 52 weeks per year in which you already have 2 da ys off
per week, leaving 261 days available for work. Since you spend 16 hours each day away from work, you have used up
170 days, leaving only 91 days available.

You spend 30 minutes each day on coffee break, which counts  for 23 days each year, leavin g only 68 days available.
With a 1 hour lunch each day, you used up another 46 days, leaving only 22 days available for work.

You normally spend 2 days per year on sick leave. This leaves you only 20 days per year available for work. We are
off 5 holidays per year, so your available working time is downto 15 days. We generously give 14 days vacation per
year, which leaves only 1 day available for work and you are going to take that day off!

In fact, the
first Monday in February is often dubbed 'national sickie day', when staff are most likely to take an
unofficial day off.
