Sanjay Tritathi, MD
Minimally Invasive Heart and
Vascular Surgery

May 10", our organization was given the honor of a
informational presentation on new techniques farhe
and vascular surgery. Dr. Sanjay Tritathi, HeantgBon
from St. Francis Hospital was our presenter.

During his presentation we learned that By-pasgeyr
is the most common type of Heart Surgery, followgd
Valve Surgery or Replacement and Surgery for Iri@gu
Heart Beat. Heart Surgery has been performechéor t
past 40 years but the process used to be much more
invasive.

It used to be they would have to split a patieetitre
chest open, but now, with a few exceptions, moshef
same procedures can be accomplished using on one
two small incisions. They can even perform the
operation without have to stop the heart now.

The next big step is Robotic Surgery. They curyentl
have the capability at St. Francis and have hadldout
a year now. Dr. Tritathi is one of the doctorsneai to
perform this high tech procedure. The robotic
instruments are driven remotely using High Defaniti
3D camera’s to guide the way.

He then took some time to discuss Vascular Surgery,
explaining what an aneurysm is, the risks that tieexe
associated with them and a couple of differentitneats
that they perform on them.

Typically found during a CT Scan or Ultrasound ythe
can occur almost anywhere in the body but are most
common near the heart where pressure is higheste Sq
risk factors that increase the chance of an anpuays:

- Being over 60

- Have High Blood Pressure

- Smokers are more likely

- More common in Men than Women

He did warn that there are few symptoms to an aseur
and said he thought that Medicare would covers fir
screening. (Ask your physician first just to beespf

In a special surprise at the end of the presemntatie
learned that Dr. Tritathi had saved the life of own
Fred Rausch about 3 years ago.

Mr. Six is a lifelong Kansan and a former Disti@burt
Judge in Lawrence. When asked why he would leave
that people for a life in politics, he describeavhue felt
that politics were playing too much of a role imhthis
office was operating and it became his goal to awer
the public’s view of the level of integrity and chater

of the Attorney General’s office.

His first goal in this rebuilding, was to find thest
people for the tasks at hand, regardless of palitic
affiliation and without political favor attachedlsb, as
any good leader will tell you, you cannot expediityo
team to do anything you will not do yourself. That
means answering the phones, prosecuting cases and
whatever else needs done.

So far, his efforts have paid off. For Example:

- The Crime Victims Compensation Board, the
group that pays the restitution to victims of a
crime, recovered $4.9 Million in 2009, an all-
time high.

- They were able to crack down on Medicaid
Fraud and recovered $17.6 Million in 2009. TH
is $10 Million more than the office had ever
recovered before.

- They collected $8 Million in 2009 from
Consumer Protection cases

- The State of Kansas has the lowest recidivisn
rate anywhere in the country.

What's next? The office is currently working on ftisa
of a law that would prevent picketing at a funefidie
basics of which will include provisions to proteiches
before and after the event and distance constrimints
protests on the event.
