FUTURE PLAN OF THE

MASON SCHOLARSHIP FOUNDATION

SPONSORED BY THE KIWANIS CLUB OF MASON

MISSION STATEMENT

The Mason (Kiwanis) Scholarship Foundation is a non profit organization founded and established by The Kiwanis Club of Mason dedicated to furthering higher education of Mason students by providing significant financial contributions towards tuition costs in the form of annual renewable scholarships and non-renewable grants.  The scholarships are to be endowed so that they may be offered in perpetuity in the name of the Kiwanis Club of Mason.

ACCOMPLISHMENTS

The Foundation will award four $4000.00 scholarships ($1000 renewable for four years).  The awards presented each year total $16,000.00 for 4 students in each of the four years of college.  The Foundation has awarded in excess of $260,000 to 85 students over the past 26 years.  In addition an endowment fund invested with the Warren County Foundation has been established and is currently valued at close to $300,000. 

SHORT RANGE PLANS

The current goal of the Foundation is to be totally self-endowed at the current scholarship level of $16,000.00 a year.  In order not to invade the principle, the endowment fund must reach and maintain at least $320,000.00  This assumes a 5% annual distribution of income or appreciation from fund assets in order to continue funding scholarships at the current level.  

LONG RANGE PLANS

Long range plans have always been to increase scholarships both in number and amount.  The foundation did make one increase in 1994 from the initial 2 scholarships to 3 scholarships annually.  2010 saw the addition of the fourth $4000 renewable grant.  The current board position is that due to recent college tuition increases our primary focus should be on increasing the amount of the scholarship awarded.  This increase could be instituted when the current level of scholarships is sustained by the endowment fund.  The exact increase or change in awards would be determined in consideration of on-going funding and economic climate at that time.
