**Proposed Dues Change for Kiwanis Club of Mount Vernon** 

Article XVIII. Revenue Standard Form Kiwanis International By Laws

Section 1.  The membership induction fee and annual dues shall be determined by the Board of Directors and shall be approved by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the active, senior and privileged members present at any regular meeting provided written notice shall have been given the members at least two (2) weeks prior to the meeting.  Such membership induction fee or annual dues shall remain in effect in accordance with the provisions of this Section.

KIWANIS BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF MOUNT VERNON CLUB PROPOSAL OF CHANGING THE ANNUAL DUES.

CURRENT POLICY ARTICLE XVIII.  REVENUE Section 1. “Dues”

3. The annual dues shall be $100.00 and may be paid annual or semi annually with the total payment to be in hand by September 1st of the Kiwanis Year.

Propose Change First notice February 8th 2010, Second Notice February 15th 2010. 

That each year the Board of Directors will look at the total cost of what is paid to Kiwanis International, district and division dues and  will add twenty (20) percent to that cost. Rounded off to the nearest $5.00 increment.  This dues increase method would take effect on October 1st of every year.  Dues still must be paid by September 1st of the current Kiwanis year.

Example Current Costs to Kiwanis International, District and Division Dues are $ 91.00 twenty percent of those cost would be the amount would be $18.20.  $91.00 plus $18.20 would be $109.20 or rounded off to $110.00 

This proposal will be voted on at our noon meeting on February 22nd 2010 and if passed would be effective for the Kiwanis year beginning October1, 2010.
