    Judy Rhodes introduced Tim Sapp co-owner of TR Hunter Real Estate. Tim is a board member of the Military Museum, a volunteer with Meals on Wheels, a father of four married children, and a grandfather of five.


    Tim volunteered for the service when he was 17, went to Ft. Lewis for basic training (or boot camp), then trained on Jeeps and military equipment. Soon he got orders to go to Vietnam after 5 months training to be a Sergeant. Before reporting for duty, he had time to ride his old Harley Davidson motorcycle from Kentucky to Oregon. For his orientation to Vietnam he got to go on ambush patrol. He wasn’t sure if he could really shoot another human, then learned that the reason he had been sent to the camp was to replace another Sergeant who had been recently killed, along with that guy’s entire squad. 


    Tim told about all of the booby traps the Viet Cong would lay for them to stumble onto. Common were trip wires attached to grenades, sometimes with grenades hidden under grenades, and grenades hidden under signs on trees. Tim told about a poisonous green snake that the enemy used to use in their traps that could suddenly drop on the soldiers from trees. They called the snake “The Two Step” because if it fell on you and you were bitten, you could only take about two steps before you died. (Lovely!!). Another time, Tim said he saw some native children fishing along a canal. They weren’t having much luck, but needed the fish to feed their families. Tim said he took a percussion grenade from his pack and tossed it into the water. He said that several fish floated to the surface and the kids went wild wading out to retrieve them. Apparently it didn’t seem to supply enough fish, so he went upstream and threw in another grenade.


   Tim said that he didn’t mind leading his men in the ambush patrols because he could tell how fearful they were to do it. Tim said that he had prayed for the Lord to protect him, and allow him to send money home, until his sisters graduated from High School. He said that it was ironic that two weeks after his leg was blown off he received a letter from home telling him that both of the sisters had graduated. His prayer had been answered.
