WEEKLY PROGRAM
Pres. Wilson introduced PE Vasaly and VP Wright to lead the group’s “Irish Songfest.”  PE Vasaly introduced the program with the information that St. Patrick was born in Scotland.  He gave us some of the background on each of the songs that were sung.  Quite a few of them were not written by people in Ireland.  Many of them claimed to have some Irish background in their families.  
“Harvest Home” – the debut single of the Scottish folk rock band Big Country.  Chuck played a tin whistle for this one.  
“Harrigan” – is a song written by George M. Cohan for the 1907 Broadway musical, “Fifty Miles From Boston”. 
“Danny Boy” – The lyrics were written by the English lawyer and lyricist Frederick Weatherly in 1910.   The song is considered an Irish anthem, even though it was written by an Englishman.
“Sweet Rosie O’Grady” – This song was for a 1943 musical about an American singer who tries to better herself by marrying an English Duke.  Dick Ball joined in singing this one.  
“My Wild Irish Rose” and “When Irish Eyes Are Smiling” – These two songs were written by Chauncey Olcott, who was a Broadway actor and songwriter.  Strictly speaking they are not Irish music lyrics but since they are about the Irish they are closely associated with the Irish. 

“Kevin Barry” – This is a popular Irish rebel song recounting the death of Kevin Barry who was a member of the IRA.  He was hanged on November 1, 1920 at the age of 18.  The author is unknown.
“Galway Bay” – This song was written by an Irishman in England.  
“I’ll Take You Home Again, Kathleen” – This is a popular song written by Thomas P. Westendorf, an American of German background, in 1875.  In spite of its American origins, it is known as an Irish ballad.  
“Long Black Veil” – This is a country ballad written by Danny Dill and Marijohn Wilkin in 1959.  Johnny Cash was one of many singers who recorded this song.
“Kilgara Mountain (Whiskey in the Jar)” – This is about a fictitious mountain in Ireland.  
As you can see from the foregoing, the Irish adopted many different songs for their own. 
No one found the Red Dot and our “50/50 Drawing’s” pot continued its growth.
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
