Ms. Sue Covucci, Chair of AFAC’s Board and Ms. Christine Lucus, AFAC’s Executive Director, accepted the check and expressed thanks for the gift and our Club’s long-term support (beginning with now-deceased Club member Bill Knull’s co-founding of AFAC in 1988).  The following update clearly shows why this Grant is so very important to help AFAC with their mission of Feeding Our Neighbors in Need. 
AFAC UPDATE:  As of March 13, 2010 AFAC was supporting: 25% more FAMILIES than a year ago at that time - 63% more than two years ago; plus, they were supporting 21% more CHILDREN than a year ago - 102% more than two years ago! WEEKLY PROGRAM
VP Wright introduced Ms. Candice Baldwin, Director of Long-Term Care/Assisted Living for “NCB Capital Impact” – and her daughter - to discuss “The Village-to-Village (VtV) Network.”  Ms. Baldwin has a Master’s degree and 15 years of experience in the workforce.  

NCB Capital Impact is the nonprofit affiliate of NCB (formerly National Capital Bank), that provides innovative financial services and expert technical assistance programs that are sustainable and scalable.  NCB Capital Impact empowers communities to create more affordable shared equity homeownership, long-term care, housing, and services for the frail and elderly, facilities for community health centers, and charter schools that benefit moderate and low income people and communities. 

The Village to Village (VtV) Network is a U.S. nationwide (and recently Australian) program, sponsored by NCB Capital Impact and Beacon Hill Village, to provide lending and technical assistance for using “Community Approaches” to assist aging people and those with disabilities.  There are 57 such organizations “up-and-running” (about ten of which are in the DC-Northern Virginia-Maryland region), and there are more than 100 organizations actively investigating this model.  The VtV Network takes a peer-to-peer approach that helps communities establish and continuously improve management of their own Villages, whether in large metropolitan areas, rural towns, or suburban settings.  The VtV Network is “by Villages and for Villages” to help people who want to have an affordable option for staying in their own homes and remaining active, independent, and civically-connected to their communities.  Beacon Hill Village is a membership organization in the heart of Boston that was founded in 2001 by a group of long-time Beacon Hill residents as an alternative to moving from their homes to retirement or assisted living communities. Beacon Hill Village has enabled a growing and diverse group of Boston residents to stay in their neighborhoods as they age by organizing and delivering programs and services that allow them to lead safe, healthy productive lives in their own homes. The key to this process is establishment (using paid staff and/or volunteers and funded by subscribers) of a “one-stop referral center” which fields subscribers’ (“Villagers’”) requests for finding solutions to their individual problems.  The solutions may involve “Core Services,” such as transportation to appointments or for shopping (often provided by volunteers), or “Concierge Services,” such as identifying professional service providers such as plumbers, painters, electricians, etc. who’s reputations for competent service have been vetted and who’s workers have been background-checked.  NCB Capital Impact, in consultation with the University of California, is now conducting research to examine the effectiveness of the VtV Networks.
