Dave Carlson had no updates about Dick Ball who is at is at Manor Care and who – along with Vinnie Kirchner who is at the Sunrise facility on Wilson Boulevard -  would welcome visitors.)  PG Warren Kane reported that the nine Club members who attended last Saturday’s Memorial Services for George Barber had unanimously requested that Bob Adams’ remarks be distributed to all of our members; accordingly, those remarks are provided as an Attachment hereto. 
PG Warren Kane called people’s attention to our InterClub Sign-up Sheets which were highlighted by: 1) the Alexandria Club’s annual fund raiser, the “NSO Brass Quintet Concert” performance at The Masonic Temple on Apr 18th, at 3:30 pm; 2) the Marymount Circle K International’s final meeting of the year on Apr 21st, at 2:00 pm in Room 70 of Rowley Hall; 3) South Arlington Club’s Annual Auction Fund Raiser at Lyon Park Community Center on Apr 24th; and, 4) the Mount Vernon Club’s Fund Raiser at the Little Theater of Alexandria on May 4th, 7:00 pm.
President-Elect Chuck Vasaly, on behalf of the ARLINGTON KIWANIS FOUNDATION and our Club, and assisted by Bankhead Thornton Davies, presented a check for $2,000.00 to Arlington’s “Offender Aid and Restoration (OAR).”  Ms. Gail C. Arnall, OAR’s Executive Director, accepted the check and expressed thanks for the gift and our Club’s support.  She described, as an example of how the grant will be used, a new, after-school, training/mentoring program [to be overseen by Rachel Sparico and Jenna Ryckebusch] that’s about to begin for about a dozen teenage girls (who have been involved in relatively minor offenses) to try to help them to “get back on track.” 
Derick Malis provided an update concerning ten active, “hands-on” Community Support programs that our Club is conducting - ranging from reading to children in elementary school to “putting on” an annual dinner for “Doorways for Women and Families.”  Jim McCannell provided an update report about the more than 20,000 books we’ve provided to the Community’s children and more than 1,300 video tapes we’ve provided to the “Old Soldiers’ Home” in Washington, DC.

WEEKLY PROGRAM
PP Ted Kramer “re-introduced” former-Club member Fred Jones, who retired from the Federal Highway Administration in 2004 after 31 years of Federal service.  Always active in volunteer and Community activities, Fred is also the former-President of the Arlington Interfaith Council, former-Chairman [and current member] of the AFAC Board of Directors, and participant in numerous other Community initiatives and activities.  Fred joined us today to describe Arlington County’s ten-year plan to end homelessness, “A Passageway Home,” developed jointly by the county’s non-profit service providers and the Department of Human Services.  Fred opened his remarks by introducing Mr. Tony Turnage, who would be assisting with the presentation and would “know all the answers to any questions presented”;    Fred then provided a “three point summary” for his presentation:   1) Homelessness is a serious problem in Arlington County; 2) There is a plan [to combat the problem] and the means to do something about it; and, 3) You can help.  He then defined the size of the problem with data from a January 2010 “point-in-time” survey: 531 homeless individuals, 61 homeless families, 41% of homeless families are “unsheltered”; there were [still are] Waiting Lists for Shelter space; and the Arlington Public Schools reported that 185 [school age] children were unsheltered.  The Plan: 1) was adopted in 2006 by the County Board, 2) Is based on “Best Practices” from other communities, 3) It focuses on: preventing homelessness, moving homeless people into housing rapidly, providing the “wrap-around” services (food, utilities, etc.).  The guiding Principles include: involving people from all parts of the Community; using “Best Practices”; creating more housing options; being sensitive to cultural differences; and, obtaining sufficient – committed - financial resources.  The current Goals include: increasing the supply of affordable housing; preventing homelessness at every opportunity; providing supportive services to keep people in housing; increase the incomes of homeless people through employment and benefits. Fred closed his presentation with an interesting fact: putting people into a house is usually a good investment:  the annual cost of a house is – generally – less than half of the costs for a person in jail/hospitals/etc.   More information is at: www.arlingtonva.us/departments/HumanServices/Xtend/XtendPassageHome.aspx.
