WEEKLY PROGRAM
[Note that the following “write-up” of 16 people’s presentations is “very-edited” to reflect the general flow of remarks, rather than exactly what was said. – Ed.]  Pres.-Wilson led the club’s members in describing their individual memories of our fellow member and the late-Past Governor of the Capital District Warren W. Kane.  Will described Warren’s warm and nurturing mentorship of him as a “newbie” in the club; counseling Will to prepare to assume the Club President’s duties; and, “always being there” as a sounding board for matters large and small.  Capital District Trustee Brian Bell recalled Warren’s unwavering ability to “get things done” (a remark that was made again and again by other speakers).  He also recalled when Warren was Governor and Brian a Lt. Gov., that Warren reminded him that the “K” in the “K Teams” (formed to address various issues) stood for KIWANIS, not Kane.  Pete Hause, citing Warren’s love of “brevity,” said that the greatest memory that he had of Warren was the bond of personal friendship and he hoped that Warren is in an “Angel Band” that greats newcomers upon arrival in heaven (because he’d be so good at it).  The Reverend Chuck Wildman provided some observations about Warren that were presented by Jim Thomas.  Chuck cited Warren as that rare person who relentlessly “stoked the fires that warm the rest of us” by volunteering time, talent, and treasure and noted Warren’s good humor and grace when relentlessly “encouraging” each of us to volunteer, to get involved, and to spread the word.  Warren embodied the cheerful giver, the heartbeat of every Faith, Tradition, and Service organization … he found such joy in serving that we all wanted to be like him … more than preaching about love for youth, the disabled, and the disadvantaged – he lived the message.  Chuck suggested that we honor Warren by remembering [as he did] that in giving our lives to others, we may find the sacred joy for which we yearn.  Jim Thomas cited Warren’s sponsorship of him as a club member and his ongoing mentor/monitor-ship of Jim’s activities as a Kiwanian.  [Jim noted being nearly-always successful when he called upon Warren for help with “The ARKI” – Jim having “appointed” Warren to the unofficial role of “The Font of All Knowledge Concerning the Kiwanis Club of Arlington” (and Kiwanis in general).]  Jim described having an understanding of Warren’s total dedication to helping others and a vision of the “tentacles” of Warren’s influences and involvement that stretch throughout not just many of Arlington’s volunteer organizations (such as the various elements of our Kiwanis Family, AFAC, the Shelter for Women and Children, and “Meals on Wheels”); not just throughout the Capital District of Kiwanis; and not even “just” in his contacts throughout Kiwanis International.  Jim cited Warren as one of those rare individuals who not only “Talk the Talk” [and Warren could do that, too!], but who “Walk the Walk” – Warren could always be counted-on to produce!  PP Ted Kramer cited a e-mails that he’d received from: 1) Darrel Shinn citing Warren’s fondness for helping Darrel check tax returns, especially when Warren could find an error made by Darrel!, and, 2)   FFP [First Female President] Debbie Powers recalling the many times that Warren solved her problems by loaning her “the truck” [which has certainly seen such “duty” with many of our club’s members – Ed.]  Jim McCannell recalled that over the years it’s been comforting to him to know that – no matter how you spelled it - our club always had a “Kane” to lean on to prop us up.  Renny Myers summed-up all of his many years together with Warren as being proud to be remembered as his friend.  Carolyn Carlson shared her experiences of being “in the back” of the Oyster Feast where Warren enlisted her for quality control duties (being the “taster”) and also being a “runner” between Warren and the serving lines; getting donated food delivered to AFAC; and enjoying her Potato Salad (for which she presented the recipe  to Dale).  Arlington’s Clerk of the Court (a fellow club member), Paul Ferguson, shared some amusing experiences that he’d had with Warren  and then cited how much he appreciated learning from Warren’s Leadership by Example, his skills of Persuasion, and his willingness to be Candid in their discussions.   Edd Nolen noted that – while they worked “on the Hill” – Warren was well-known for his ability to “work both sides of the aisle” and his genuine sense of humor: Edd also noted that Warren will be missed very much at the W – L Key Club Picnic.  Derrick Malis said that he was always impressed with Warren’s abilities to provide oversight and support across the spectrum of Kiwanis programs and the comfort that was provided when Warren was involved in a project – because you always knew that job would get done.  Jackie Brown described her initial skepticism about the willingness of Kiwanians to “really” accept women as full-fledged members.  She announced that she found that Warren was a wonderful and willing listener – that although they certainly didn’t always agree, she was very comfortable that when she dealt with Warren, she “got her day in court.”  Cindy Engquist cited Warren’s ability to transfer his enthusiasm about dealing with a given issue and that his mentorship showed that “he really cared” about every volunteer activity.  Division 20 Lt. Gov.-Elect Marvin Crawford (from the Fairfax Club) provided a fitting humorous closing by noting that being from Jamaica he had never seen a $2 bill until Warren provided him one (his trademark) in his package of training materials.
