	PP Kramer introduced Doctor Charles N. Toftoy to discuss the “Northern Virginia Senior Olympics (NVSO).”  Doctor Toftoy was a U.S. Army Ranger and an Airborne Infantry officer, whose decorations earned during two tours in Vietnam include the Distinguished Flying Cross, Seven Bronze Stars (four for Valor), eight Air Medals (one for Valor) two Purple Hearts, and several Vietnamese Army decorations.  He has Doctorate in strategic planning, an MBA from Tulane University, and a BS in engineering from West Point.  In the corporate world, he served as the General Manager for Raytheon Service Company, the Director of Marketing for Lear-Siegler, Inc., and President of PATCH Associates, among others.  At George Washington University, he served as the Director of the Entrepreneurial Small Business Program, taught at the undergraduate and graduate level in The Business School, and provided “hands-on” assistance to more than 1,800 small – medium sized enterprises in the greater-Washington area.  Being a former runner in the Boston Marathon, the Marine Corps Marathon, and various triathlons for ten years – and the winner of Gold Medals (First Place) for the “Running” and the “Standing Long Jump” in previous NVSO competitions certainly supports today’s presentation.  The NVSO was established in 1987 to “afford senior adults the opportunity for competition and fellowship through various athletic, recreational, and social events.  Other goals of the NVSO’s Committee include: 1) promoting health, fitness, and psychological well-being of senior adult participants by offering opportunities for participation and achievement, 2) providing an opportunity for the General Public to be aware of the capabilities of the senior adult population, 3) promoting awareness among seniors of the available recreational facilities in Northern Virginia.  The 2010 NVSO will be held from September 18th – 29th, with a 3-mile walk beginning at 9:00 am and the “Welcome and Opening Events” at 10:30 am, both at the Thomas Jefferson Community Center on the opening day.  Last year’s NVSO had 619 participants, 100 of whom were from Arlington – including a couple – he 100 and she 99 years old.  This year’s program will include almost 50 events, ranging from the 60 meter dash to Wii Bowling, Bocce, Fencing, and Team Line Dancing.
