July 21st – Dr. Frederic Schroeder, President of the National Federation of the Blind of Virginia, will describe “Promoting the Full Economic and Social Integration of Blind People.”

WEEKLY PROGRAM

Edd Nolen introduced the Honorable Patrick A. Hope, the 47th District’s representative to the Virginia General Assembly’s House of Delegates.  Delegate Hope was born in San Antonio and received his B.A. degree from St. Mary’s University in Texas and his M.A. and J.D. degrees from The Catholic University of America in the District of Columbia.  He is the Director of Legislative Policy at the American College of Cardiology and an Adjunct Professor at the Johns Hopkins University Bloomberg School of Public Health.  He and his wife Kristen have lived in the Buckingham Community of Arlington since 2000 and they have three daughters.  He has been very active in community organizations, e.g., founding President of the Civic Association, founder and President of “Hope for Kids,” and as a member of the Arlington Bar Association.  (Edd noted that he is working to convince Delegate Hope to apply for membership in our club.)  The Delegate opened his remarks by describing his satisfaction – especially as a “freshman” – about being appointed to the two House Committees that he most-wanted: Courts of Justice and Health, Welfare, and Institutions.  He also noted that “the driving force” in the Assembly’s efforts this year has been dealing with a $4 billion budgetary shortfall and that his individual focus remains on preserving and protecting funding for public education and the Medicaid safety net.  He also discussed his personal interests in reforming Virginia’s healthcare program delivery model to emphasize prevention and care coordination, which will make it more efficient, produce better patient outcomes, and reduce costs (this is called the “medical home model”).  He described an understandable measure of frustration about dealing with proposed legislation that “presented solutions in search of a problem” - e.g., a bill to prevent insertion of a microchip in an individual without the person’s permission and multiple bills associated with owning/carrying concealed weapons.  He also noted that proposed Federal and Commonwealth reductions for health care providers’ fees are already causing early retirements and – thus – lack of medical coverage in some of Virginia’s rural areas.
