The camp includes plenty of fun, along with sessions that will help to build trust, self-esteem, and coping skills in a loving and creative environment.

 Arlington Branch.”  Mr. Erik Van De Poll, the organization’s Executive Director, accepted the check and expressed thanks for the gift and our club’s long-term support.  He described how the Grant will continue to be used to support a “The Y’s” activities, such as the multiple-Summer Camps that will serve approximately 2,600 Arlington children and teenagers this year.

Led by PP Ted Kramer and Pres. Wilson, and with significant statistical support from Treasurer Bankhead Thornton Davies, our club members conducted a “wide-ranging Town Hall Meeting” to discuss our traditional fund raising events.  PP Kramer opened the session by identifying the “Winning Team” [Tom Grantham’s], which sold nearly a thousand dollars worth of tickets for our recent Antique Show and Sale; he also identified three club members who each sold more than $100 worth of tickets for the Show: Edd Nolen, Khalid Siraj, and Carmen Fernandez.  From a strictly statistical viewpoint, the trends from all of our events are downward in terms of money yielded; especially in comparison to expenditure of our supporting efforts (the biggest example cited was the Oyster Feast and Pig Roast).  [For this year’s Oyster feast, the current “BP Gulf Oil Leak” also presents a very large potentially-negative issue involving “contaminated products.”]  There was near-consensus that we need to adopt some type of “new”  fund raising event  that would  be both fun for participants and yield more funds (with less effort by Arlington Kiwanians) than current efforts.  [Pres. Wilson noted that he will have several tickets for a USO-sponsored “Casino Night” on October 17th and we could have several of our members attend/assess this as a potential fund-raising effort for our club.]  The most recurring suggestions from the audience involved having some type of event based on serving pancakes and involving the opportunity to also do something “fun.”  [At that evening’s meeting of the club’s Board of Directors approved a suggestion from the Fund Raising Committee that we conduct such an event on April 9th, 2011.] 
No one found the “Red Dot” and the little pot for our “50/50 Drawing” is growing again.
Pres. Wilson reminded attendees about that evening’s Board of Directors Meeting.  [Note that at that meeting the Board of Directors approved, inter alia, the appointment of Cindy Engquist as our Assistant Secretary.] 
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
