Edd Nolen introduced the guest speakers, Steve Rubloff and Michele Werner from the Virginia Hospital Center Foundation.  Steve is the President of the Foundation.  He has a BA in Economics from the University of MD and served the American Psychiatric Association for 7 years before joining the VA Hospital Center in 2007.  Michele is the Director of Development for VA Hospital Center and has experience in Healthcare policy and possesses a BA in Political Science from GWU. 

The VA Hospital Center was formed 70 years ago when a group of women's clubs raised $100 to form the hospital.  The center opened in 1944 as a 100 bed facility, similar to military barracks. The Hospital is a not-for-profit, community hospital dedicated to: 

1. Enhanced facilities

2. Highest quality of care

3. A commitment to the under served in the Arlington community 

4. A commitment to medical excellence 

The VA Hospital in 1 of 9 hospitals in the nation that rate in the top 5% in patient satisfaction

The Arlington Pediatric Center is strongly dependent on the VA Hospital Center, and survives on philanthropic donations from individuals and organizations, including Kiwanis.

This year the Hospital expects over 4000 births, recession and snow babies will break the 3700 mark from last year. 

The VA Hospital Center Foundation was reestablished in 2007 to build partnerships and inspire charitable giving.  Charitable dollars are special dollars and their use is board approved.  Donor support has helped to fund renovation of Women and Infant; scholarships and awards for nurses to attract, retain and provide for professional development; and advanced life-saving technologies for oncology including CyberKnife. 
Upcoming projects involving children and families are Project Give Hope (decorating the walls of the NICU unit hallway) and Family Fun Day at Clarendon Day on 9/25.
