Fran informed the group 

that there had been a 35 percent increase in 

attendance at the free and low cost public 

activities in 2010 over 2009.  The rooftop is 

now the location of two cafes: Lake Vista 

Café and the Grandview Café.  The 

convention center also has a great gift shop.  

The center is home to the Sports Hall of Fame Room.  This room, which can accommodate approximately 35 

persons, is free for use by 501c groups.  Such a group is eligible to use the room up to three times a year.  The 

center hosts twenty concerts a year which are open and free to the public. A variety of programs for children 

are offered through a variety of partnerships with civic organizations.  The center has a full time wedding 
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coordinator on staff.  The center is very “green” minded and has partnered with the University of Wisconsin 

on a pre-consumer recycling and composting project.  The center has been recognized nationally for its 

environmental focus. 

 

The Monona Terrace Convention Center has quite a history.  The design of the building was changed five 

times by architect Frank Lloyd Wright.  The building was not constructed until almost sixty years after the first 

drawing of the building was made by Wright, who only received a $250 fee for his work on the building.  

Tours are offered on a daily basis.  A variety of volunteer activities are available to those who wish to 

volunteer.  Three different levels of membership as a friend of the center are available.  For more information
