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Program Notes of August 2, 2010 
There was a change in the speaker but not the topic on August 2.  David Trowbridge was supposed to speak 

on light rail but Donna Brown came to speak in his place because of a last 

minute scheduling conflict.  Ms. Brown told the assembly that the State of WI 

had received $823 million dollars as a federal grant to assist with creating a high 

speed rail line that will provide service from Chicago to Madison and eventually 

go to Minneapolis, Minnesota.  The planning for  the project started in 1996 and 

was a nine state initiative with the goal being to extend the Chicago-Milwaukee 

Hiawatha service to Madison and then on  to Minneapolis. Currently the 

Hiawatha service offers 7 round trips per day between Chicago and Milwaukee 

and six offered on Sunday.  There were a number of things that had to be done 

to get approved for the grant , including but not limited to the s tate purchase of 

the Watertown -Madison track, a capacity study, track 

improvements, the construction of new stations, etc.  The 

goal with the new line is to offer 6 round trips per day and 

have the train travel at 110 mph by the year 2015.  There 

will be stations at Brookfield, Oconomowoc, Watertown 

and Madison.  The new rail line should be in service by 

2013.  The new rail line will improve regional connectivity, 

be time competitive with auto and air travel  for regional 

trips,  and will also provide services  (Wi -Fi, etc.) to 

accommodate business travelers.  The new lines will also 

offer improved rail s, increased safety, efficiency and a 

smoother ride.  There remain some concerns which still need to be addressed including parking, 

accommodations to suit bicyclists and pedestrians, and the providing of a good rail passenger experience to all 

who will use it.   The anticipated construction date for the new line is 2012.
