Tours 

of the historic site are offered from May through October.  Tours are 

limited to persons over the age of 13.  Each tour is also limited to eight 

persons.  The tours last approximately ninety minutes.  The main house 

is a treasure trove of antiques.  The Swedish Cabin is used for play 

presentations and other educational activities.  The newest constructed
